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Who Is God?

God is light. John 1:4 says “ In him was life; and the life was the light of men.” God is our creator. God gave us life.

Jesus is God

John 1:1 “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God”.  John 1:14  “And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth”. Jesus is always and will always be, forever and ever.vvvv

Jesus was born of a virgin. Mary, Jesus’ mother was with child of the Holy Spirit. Jesus lived on earth sinless, perfect in every way. He came to earth to save mankind.

Jesus was sent by God to die for our sins, Matthew 3:17 “God said, This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased”. Jesus walked the earth doing miracles, healing the sick, preaching repentance of sins. John 14:6 “Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the father, but by me.” On a mountain high, Jesus brought Peter, James and John: Matthew 17:2  “And was transfigured before them: and his face did shine as the sun, and his raiment was white as the light.” Matthew 17:5  “While he yet spake, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed them: and behold a voice out of the cloud, which said, This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased; hear ye him.” Doomed to die on the cross, Jesus never wavered, on and on he marched to fulfill the prophecy. On the way to Jerusalem, Jesus told the twelve disciples Matthew 20:18  “Behold, we go up to Jerusalem; and the Son of man shall be betrayed unto the chief priests and unto the scribes, and they shall condemn him to death, 19] And shall deliver him to the Gentiles to mock, and to scourge, and to crucify him: and the third day he shall rise again.” 

Bound he was led and delivered to Pontius Pilate. Judas, one of the twelve apostles who betrayed Jesus said, “I have sinned by betraying innocent blood.” Judas threw his silver down and hung himself. Potters field was bought with the blood money and is called the field of blood.

Pontius Pilate said what shall I do with Jesus the Christ? His own said, let him be crucified.

Scourged, mocked, crowned with a crown of thorns and more. Matthew 27:35 “And they crucified him, and parted his garments, casting lots: that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, They parted my garments among them, and upon my vesture did they cast lots.” Over his head an accusation was put, it read “ This Is Jesus-King of the Jews”. On the cross, Jesus was bearing the sins of mankind. Matthew 27:46 “And about the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying, Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani? That is to say, My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me?” Our most heavenly Savior had to bear our sins alone, the Father could not be in the presence of sin, and Jesus cried out again with a loud voice and yielded up His Spirit. And the third day He arose again. 

Mary Magdalene and Mary came to see the tomb - only to find Jesus gone. A glowing Angel said “ Do not be afraid for I know that you seek Jesus who was crucified. He is not here for He has risen as He said; come see the place where the Lord lay” and as they went to tell the disciples, behold, Jesus met them saying “Rejoice” so they came and held him by the feet and worshipped Him.  Matthew 28:10 “Then said Jesus unto them, Be not afraid: go tell my brethren that they go into Galilee, and there shall they see me. 

In Galilee at the appointed mountain,” Matthew 28:18] “And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth.

19] Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost 20] Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even unto the end of the world. Amen.”

Holy Spirit
 But ye shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit. Matthew 3:11 “ I indeed baptize you with water unto repentance: but he that cometh after me is mightier than I, whose shoes I am not worthy to bear: he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost, and with fire:” Acts 11:16 “Then remembered I the word of the Lord, how that he said, John indeed baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost.” The power that pulls at your heart - that flame that warms your heart is the Holy Spirit of God. The gentle tugging that says I am God accept my Son Jesus as your Savior and become part of my family. II Peter 1:21 “ For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost” 1 John 5:7 “For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one.”Helen Keller blind, deaf, and without sense of smell from age two - through the effort of a teacher learned to communicate by touch. She was told of our Savior, Jesus and how to get eternal salvation, to this she replied. 

“I always knew he was there I just did not know his name.” The Holy Spirit is God tugging at your heart. Galatians 5:22  “But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith,23] Meekness, temperance: against such there is no law.” The Holy Spirit will guide you through life’s valleys and mountains, if you heed the Spirits’ call. Galatians 5:25 “If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit.” Romans 14:17 “For the kingdom of God is not meat and drink; but righteousness, and peace, and joy in the Holy Ghost.”  I Corinthians 12:3 “Wherefore I give you to understand, that no man speaking by the Spirit of God calleth Jesus accursed: and that no man can say that Jesus is the Lord, but by the Holy Ghost.”

Holy Bible

Romans 10:17 “So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.” God preserved his Word for us forever by the  bible. His precious words are framed forever by the Bible. II Peter 1:20 “Knowing this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is of any private interpretation. 21]  For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost.” All scripture is inspired by the Holy Spirit, every word is the word of God. II Timothy 3:15  “And that from a child thou hast known the holy scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus. 16] All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: 17] That the man of God may be perfect, throughly furnished unto all good works.” Gods’ Holy Bible is our road map to life. Any answer we seek can be found in the Holy Scriptures. Acts 17:11  “These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures daily, whether those things were so.” Let the scripture be your guiding light as you walk the Christian walk. 

Study the scripture to gain knowledge of the Lord and fear of the Lord, which is wisdom. Over 3000 years went into writing our Bible. All the wisdom in the Bible cannot be learned in reading it one, two or even one hundred times. If you read your Bible every day of your life for 60 years, 4 hours a day you would still learn something new every day.

God’s word is alive through the Holy Bible. God can speak to you through his Bible. Have fellowship with God as you read his Bible. Praise God by reading the scripture and let God bless you and give you a Holy peace as you read the Bible.

Martin Luther said, “ It cannot be otherwise, for the scriptures are divine, in them God speaks, and they are his word. To hear or to read the scripture is nothing else than to hear God.”

George Washington said, “ It is impossible to rightly govern the world without the Bible”.

Romans 15:4  “For whatsoever things were written aforetime were written for our learning, that we through patience and comfort of the scriptures might have hope.”
Heaven

Genesis 1:1 “ In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.” Mankind lives on earth. God’s home is in heaven. Matthew 6:9  “After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name.” Heaven is the home for all the Angels and saved souls. When the thief on the cross asked Jesus to remember them: Luke 23:43 “And Jesus said unto him, Verily I say unto thee, To day shalt thou be with me in paradise.” Philippians 1:21  “For to me to live is Christ, and to die is gain.”  To DIE, if you are saved is to be with CHRIST ALWAYS - to never hurt, to never be sad - but to have eternal joy and happiness. For God is LOVE, total love. And to be with God in Heaven is to be in total peace and harmony.

II Corinthians 5:1 “For we know that if our earthly house of this tabernacle were dissolved, we have a building of God, an house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens.”

Matthew 23:22 “And he that shall swear by heaven, sweareth by the throne of God, and by him that sitteth thereon. Heaven is unseen joy, unheard joy, unfelt joy.” I Corinthians 2:  “But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him.” At the end of time God will give us glorified flesh and bone bodies in which the Holy Spirit rules. We will live in New Jerusalem, here on the new earth.
Philippians 3:21  “Who shall change our vile body, that it may be fashioned like unto his glorious body, according to the working whereby he is able even to subdue all things unto himself.”
Luke 24:39  “Behold my hands and my feet, that it is I myself: handle me, and see; for a spirit hath not flesh and bones, as ye see me have. 40] And when he had thus spoken, he shewed them his hands and his feet. And the apostle John, in the spirit saw the new city Jerusalem and he wrote,” Revelation 21:10 “And he carried me away in the spirit to a great and high mountain, and shewed me that great city, the holy Jerusalem, descending out of heaven from God, Only the righteous, those who are washed in the blood of Jesus will be there.” Revelation 21:27  “And there shall in no wise enter into it any thing that defileth, neither whatsoever worketh abomination, or maketh a lie: but they which are written in the Lamb's book of life.”

Hell is the Home of Lost Souls

Psalms 9:17 “The wicked shall be turned into hell, and all the nations that forget God.” Hell is darkness, the absence of God. II Peter 2:4 “For if God spared not the angels that sinned, but cast them down to hell, and delivered them into chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment;” The scriptures tell of a certain rich man who did not know Jesus as his savior and of a certain beggar named Lazarus who did know Jesus as his savior. They both died and Lazarus went to be with Jesus in heaven and the rich man was sent to hell. Luke 16:24  “And he cried and said, Father Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus, that he may dip the tip of his finger in water, and cool my tongue; for I am tormented in this flame.” 

Hell is a dominion of fire - a fire that burns lost souls forever - eternal. Mark 9:43 “And if thy hand offend thee, cut it off: it is better for thee to enter into life maimed, than having two hands to go into hell, into the fire that never shall be quenched 44] Where their worm dieth not, and the fire is not quenched.” The Lake of Fire will be the eternal home of Satan. Revelation 20:10 “And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and night for ever and ever.” Unless you accept Jesus as your Savior….Revelation 20:15  “And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire.”

Salvation Through Jesus
Sin

Genesis 2:17  “But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.” Sin entered mankind by Adam and Eve. Eve tempted by the serpent ( satan ) ate of the tree and gave Adam to eat. Now mankind was doomed to die. Adam and Eve had sinned and scarred themselves and all their descendants. satan had tempted and won but only temporarily. Genesis 3:15  “And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.” God in his infinite mercy had given mankind salvation from their sins.

John 3:16  “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.” God sent his son Jesus to die on a cross for all mankind - to shed his precious blood for our sins. So that we can be with God and have eternal life in heaven.  We are born with sin Romans 5:12 “Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:” Sin is what condemns man to hell and only Jesus can wash away our sins with His precious blood. I Kings 8:46 “….for there is no man that sinneth not”  Romans 3:23  “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;.” Man’s nature is to sin and be wicked. Jeremiah 17:9 “The heart is deceitful above all thing, and desperately wicked: who can know it?” Not only does man have to battle his own flesh to not sin, but also, he is tempted by satan. Ephesians 6:12   “For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.” But we have victory, “ Victory in Jesus, Our Savior forever, he sought me and bought me with his redeeming blood” Hebrews 7:25 “Wherefore he is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for them.”

What Must I do to be Saved

1. Acknowledge that you are a sinner.

Romans 3:23  “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;”

2.    Repent of your sins (NOT ACCEPTING JESUS AS YOU SAVIOR, THE SIN UNTO DEATH) Matthew 12:31  “Wherefore I say unto you, All manner of sin and blasphemy shall be forgiven unto men: but the blasphemy against the Holy Ghost shall not be forgiven unto men.” Romans 6:23  “ For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.”

3.   Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ and ask Jesus to save you.

Romans 10:9  “That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.10] For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.”

4.  Pray

“Oh God, I know I am a sinner and my thoughts are always wicked. Oh God I am sorry that I have sinned against you and I want to be made clean by your precious Blood- please Jesus forgive me and come into my life, come into my heart and save me.”

Once I Am Saved Can I Lose My Salvation
No, Jesus died once for all your sins - I Peter 3:18  “For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just for the unjust, that he might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh, but quickened by the Spirit:” Rest assured your salvation is sacred and yours eternally - when you are saved you become part of the body of Christ - your sins are covered by the Blood of Christ, all your sins past - present and future sins have been paid for by the Blood of Christ. Romans 8:10  “And if Christ be in you, the body is dead because of sin; but the Spirit is life because of righteousness.11] But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that dwelleth in you.” Your salvation is sealed forever more. Ephesians 1:13 “In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that ye believed, ye were sealed with that Holy Spirit of promise.”

Being saved is accepting Jesus Christ as your PERSONAL savior. Romans 10:9  “That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.”The scriptures are the Holy inspired word of God - they say if you believe in Jesus you are saved- How can you stop believing in Jesus? How can you take God’s spirit out of your body? You cannot. Once saved you are part of the body of Christ forever. Romans 8:38  “For I am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor things to come, 39]  Nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.” So follow Christ, be strong in your faith and know without a doubt that you have “ Blessed Assurance Jesus is Mine; Oh what a joy Jesus is mine.”

                     WHY SHOULD I BE BAPTISED ?

Baptism is not salvation, but rather a commandment of God, that we do to show obedience to God. An outward way of showing Christian brothers we have become a part of the body of Christ. Matthew 28:19  “Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:” Baptism is also symbolic of our corruptible body dying and our incorruptible body resurrecting. Romans 6:4  “Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.”

WHY SHOULD I JOIN A CHURCH ?
To worship and praise God and to uplift your spirit and to be filled with the Holy Spirit. Hebrews 10:25  “Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching.” Attending Church gives you the opportunity to pray with brothers and sisters in the Lord to help lost friends and family members to accept Jesus as their Savior. Acts 2:47 “Praising God, and having favour with all the people. And the Lord added to the church daily such as should be saved.” To grow in wisdom, which is fear of the Lord and knowledge of the Lord. 

Ephesians 4:16  “From whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that which every joint supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love.” A church can be your paradise here on earth - fellowship with other Christians warms your heart and brings you close to Jesus. Join a church and let your spirit grow with the knowledge of God and let your body be filled with the warmth of the Holy Spirit, always growing in the Lord. You have been saved by the Blood of Jesus, become a part of the body of Christ. You have been baptized and you have joined a Bible believing church. Now what do you do? The answer is grow in the Lord. 

Growing In the Lord
First -- Walk With the Spirit 

Do all things with God; make sure the Holy Spirit is with you. The Holy Spirit is always with you but sin pushes the Holy Spirit away from you. Galatians 5:16  “This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh.17] For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do the things that ye would.” The more you sin the less fellowship you have with God. The less you sin the more fellowship you have with God. 

When there is sin in your life the Holy Spirit will convict you of your sin. When the Holy Spirit does convict you, give up your sin to Jesus so you can have “ Oh fellowship divine” with Jesus. 
Second – Put It To Prayer

Philippians 4:6  “Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God.” In daily prayer is how you tell God you love him. When you pray, thank God for the precious blood of Jesus who saved you. Thank him for all of your blessings. God wants you to come to him with all your needs no matter how small or how big. God will answer all righteous prayer. James 5:16  “Confess your faults one to another, and pray one for another, that ye may be healed. The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man availeth much.”

Third – Study Your Bible

Study your bible then let God’s word speak to you. Search the scriptures diligently to find all the answers to the questions you have. All the answers to any question about life are in the bible. II Timothy 2:15  “Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.”Before you study the bible pray to God to give you wisdom (Proverbs 9:10  “The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom: and the knowledge of the holy is understanding.”) and as you pray for wisdom read the Bible just you and the Holy Spirit and God will reveal the scripture to you. 

Fourth – Christian Service

As a Christian, you have an obligation to serve God. Romans 12:1 “I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. 2] And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.” This can be done by many different types of service i.e. Pastor, Missionary, Sunday school teacher, Choir member, Christian mother, Christian father, Christian employer, Christian employee, Christian student, Christian example or soul winner. All types of service can be summed up simply by saying all Christians have an obligation to God to be a soul winner – to preach, Jesus saves, to anyone and everyone. Matthew 4:18 “And Jesus, walking by the sea of Galilee, saw two brethren, Simon called Peter, and Andrew his brother, casting a net into the sea: for they were fishers.19] And he saith unto them, Follow me, and I will make you fishers of men.” 

As you walk through you Christian Life always put God first and serve your fellow man. 

Matthew 22:37  “Jesus said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. 38] This is the first and great commandment.39] And the second is like unto it, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself.”
